     A.   Paul establishes all the disciples in regions of GALATIA and PHRYGIA 
          (18:23). 
 
     B.   In Ephesus Priscilla and Aquila teach Apollos the way of God more  
          accurately (18:24-28). 
          1.   Apollos goes to Corinth with letter of recommendation from  
               disciples. 
 
     C.   Paul arrives in EPHESUS for an extended time (19:1-41). 
          1.   Paul teaches disciples of John the saving authority of the Lord 
               Jesus (19:1-7). 
          2.   Paul boldly reasons and persuades for three months in the  
               synagogue as of the things concerning the kingdom of God  
               (19:8).  
          3.   Paul reasons daily for two years in the school of Tyrannus 
               (19:9-10). 
          4.   God works special miracles of healing through Paul (19:11-12). 
          5.   Man with evil spirit prevails against Jewish exorcists (19:13-20) 
          6.   Paul makes future plans and sends Timothy and Erastus into  
               Macedonia (19:21-22). 
          7.   Demetrius stirs up a riot in the theater against Paul (19:23-41). 
               a.   Demetrius warns fellow silversmiths of the shrines of Diana 
                    that because of Paul's preaching they may lose their source 
                    of wealth (v.23-27). 
               b.   Gaius and Aristarchus seized (v.28-33). 
               c.   Town clerk quiets mob offering sound reasoning - assembly 
                    dismissed (34-41).
